About Bethany

Working in partnership with Bury Council Bethany Project aims to provide quality accommodation and support services for single homeless males and females over the age of 18. 

The Accommodation

We operate a 5-bedroom hostel and a number of dispersed single person properties. The majority of the accommodation is self-catering and furnished to a high standard. We also operate a floating support scheme.

Facilities available in the hostel include:

Single furnished bedrooms with shared kitchen and bathrooms.  A fully equipped laundry is also provided.

The dispersed property is provided in partnership with Bury Council Housing.
The Client Group

The Bethany Project aims to help single, homeless people over the age of 18 who are homeless. We do have a limited number of properties for single parent families.

Support Services

Everyone who stays with Adullam will be allocated a support worker, who will work with each resident on his or her own support package.

Typical support plans include:

· Personal budgeting advice

· Health advice

· Assisting clients to address offending behaviour

· Building support networks via other agencies, family etc.

· Life skills training and preparation for moving to independence

The support is available 8am – 8pm with a 24-hour emergency call-out facility.
