Who We Provide For

The Congleton Project provides housing and support services for single homeless men and women aged 16 to 65 who are in need of supported accommodation.

We cannot accept people whose behaviour endangers the safety of other residents and/or the project.

Consideration will be given to people with alcohol or drug addictions providing they are working towards a drug free lifestyle.

Facilities 

We provide accommodation for around 57 residents in the Congleton and Sandbach area. All shared accommodation is fully furnished. Residents have their own bedrooms and share communal areas, (Lounge, Kitchen and bathrooms) TV and Laundry facilities are also provided.

We also provide Twenty-four move on flats for residents ready for independent living.

Staffing and Support 

Each resident works with a Project Worker to identify a support plan, enabling them to develop the skills they will need to live more independently in the future.

Referral Procedure

Referrals are accepted directly from persons needing accommodation or through a referring agent. Interviews for applicants will be arranged as soon as possible. Applicants will be informed of the outcome of their interview within seven days. If the applicant is accepted but no suitable vacancy is available we will offer them a place on the waiting list.

If an applicant is refused we will notify them in writing of the reason for their refusal.

General

· The accommodation we offer provides a friendly and relaxed atmosphere. The projects are close to local amenities and transport systems.

· Residents in our dispersed, shared housing projects are issued with Assured Short hold Tenancy Agreements. In our Canal Street Project residents are issued with Licence Agreements.

· Residents are issued with a Resident's Charter when they move in to the projects. This explains what legal rights they have and what you can expect from an RSL. It also tells you what you can do if you think your landlord is not honouring this charter.

· Residents have access to information relating to them and Adullam has a stated confidentiality policy.

· Residents will be issued with their own keys giving them entry to their own room and front door. 

· Guests are not permitted to stay overnight in any of our projects.
· Residents are responsible for the actions of any visitors they allow onto the project.

· Adullam operates an Equal Opportunities Policy. This is available on request.
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
