Who We Provide For

The Congleton Women and Children Project provides housing and support services for Single Mothers with Children, Expectant Mothers and Single Women.

We cannot accept people whose behaviour endangers the safety of other residents and/or the project.

What We Offer

The project provides five furnished bedsitting rooms including cot rooms, with shared communal rooms, (lounge, kitchen and bathrooms). Laundry and baby changing facilities are also available.

Rent and Charges

Weekly rent for the project is £81.00. All rent is due in the week in which the charge is made. (Rent correct at time of publication).

Any Further charges would be agreed at the time of referral.

Adullam will give notice of any changes in the amount of rent that you have to pay.

Staffing 

The project is staffed by a Project Worker, Monday to Friday (variable hours). The Project Worker will help residents to develop a support plan which will enable them to identify parenting and independent living skills, preparing them to move on and live independently.

Referrals

Referrals are accepted directly from applicants needing accommodation or through a referring agency. Please contact us at the address or phone number on the leaflet. 

Interviews for applicants will be arranged as soon as possible. Applicants will be informed of the outcome of the interview within seven days. 

If the applicant is accepted but no suitable vacancy is available they will be offered a place on the waiting list.

General information

The accommodation we offer provides a friendly and relaxed atmosphere. The Project is close to all town centre local amenities and transport systems.

Residents at the project will be issued with a Licence Agreement. Residents are also issued with a Residents’ Charter. This explains what legal right they have and what they can expect from their RSL. It also tells you what you can do if you think your landlord is not honouring the charter.

Residents also have a clear complaints procedure and are encouraged to contribute their ideas into the organisation.

Adullam has established links with outside support agencies who provide any additional advice or support residents may require.

Male visitors are not allowed in the Project. Project Staff should be informed of any male Social Workers/ Support workers visiting the Project. Visitors must leave the premises by 9pm, no visitors are allowed to stay overnight.

Adullam has a clearly defined confidentiality Policy.
