Liberty House provides secure, comfortable furnished accommodation and support services for young single people who are homeless. 

The accommodation comprises 12 bedrooms in the main house, and 2 self-contained flats.

If you live in the main house, you will have your own lockable room, with washbasin and fridge.  The shower rooms and toilets are usually shared between two or three people.  There is also a communal kitchen with dining area, a TV lounge with sky and video player, and a free laundry.

Each of the two flats contains two bedrooms, with shared kitchen, bathroom, WC and lounge.

Who do we aim to help?

Liberty House aims to help young, single, homeless people aged between 16 and 25.  

Accessing accommodation at Liberty House

Referrals to Liberty House are made through Salford Council.  Our aim is to be able to respond quickly, and providing we have a room available that meets your needs, be able to accommodate you within 24 hours.

People referred from outside Salford are interviewed within 24 hours of the referral being received, and providing all relevant information is received, a decision will be given within 24 hours.

Referral Criteria

All applicants must be aged 16 to 25 years.

Applicants must be able to identify areas of support and agree to work with project staff to achieve these aims within the specified timescale (minimum 1 day - maximum 1 year).

No applications will be accepted from people with schedule 1 offences due to the nature of the client group.

The project will not accept applications from people whose recent history may indicate a risk to residents or staff.

No applications will be accepted from people with a current substance dependency. However the project will consider applications from people who are attempting to live a substance free lifestyle and have made the necessary steps to address this (Detox, ADT etc).

Applicants must be able to meet the charges for accommodation at the project either by state benefit, salary or direct payment from support agencies i.e. Social Services. In case of direct payment written confirmation must be received before the applicant moves in.

Applicants must understand the terms and conditions of the licence agreement and agree to abide by them.

* All 16 and 17 year olds must have a social service assessment to provide confirmation they are not living with their parents*

Support Services

Once you have been accepted and you move into Liberty House, we will allocate you a trained support worker who will meet with you at least once a week to work with you on your needs, goals and plan for your move on to independent accommodation.

We provide employment and training advice.  Regular life skills sessions are also organised to help you learn the skills you will need to succeed when you move on from Liberty.

Liberty House provides 24 hour staffing cover.

Activities

All the activities we run at Liberty House are aimed at helping you to develop and move on to independence. 
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
