Gaining A Place

The Gaining A Place (GAP) Project provides accommodation and support for homeless or vulnerable pregnant teenagers and teenage parents between the ages of 16 to 18 years.

The ethos of the Project is self help, by providing a supportive environment where the young person can stay with their baby for up to 2 years.

We are committed to providing a good quality of service and work towards the highest standard of support. Within this supportive environment young people can gain confidence and develop skills that will enable them to move on to independent living. 

During their stay at GAP, training, education, parenting skills and personal development are encouraged. When ready, each person is assisted to move on to completely independent living.

Everyone is encouraged to participate in the activities arranged by Sure Start.

Who Can Apply

Those who meet all of the following criteria will be invited to attend an interview at GAP:

· Homeless, including unsuitable living conditions or vulnerable and at risk

· Single People

· Aged between 16 and 18

· Female (Pregnant or with dependent children) or male (with dependent children)

· Priority will be given to those with current connections to Beaumont Leys or Stocking Farm

How To Apply

We accept referrals from any agency, but not self referrals. You can complete a referral form or telephone with a referral. 

All applicants who meet the above criteria will be interviewed, and a decision made as soon as possible, usually within three days. Please note that failure to supply accurate information may lead to an offer of accommodation being withdrawn.

 Adullam maintains the right to refuse, at our discretion, anyone who endangers the safe running of the project. If you are rejected, you have the right to appeal against the decision.

If you are accepted you will be placed on the waiting list until suitable accommodation becomes available. You will be kept informed throughout this process.

What We Ask of You

When a young person joins GAP they agree to:

· Pay the rent

· Treat everyone in the project with respect and to look after the property

· Attend an initial assessment and regular reviews

· Maintain regular contact with staff and accept the support that is agreed in their contract

· Register with the relevant health workers, such as doctors, midwives and health visitors

· Assist in organising planned move-on accommodation with project staff


What You Can Expect From Us

GAP is a medium support accommodation project where you can expect the following:

· A safe secure environment

· A confidential support service and someone to talk to

· Links with other agencies and the local community

· Assistance with benefits and budgeting

· Help with life, social and parenting skills

· Advice on education, training and employment

· Help to find your own permanent accommodation

· When you move in a project worker will help you to settle in and identify any areas where you feel you need support.

Accommodation And Rent

We offer the following accommodation:

· 12 one bedroom flats

· 2 two bedroom flats

All flats are self contained and fully furnished with access to laundry facilities and a communal area.

The Project is not accessible to wheelchair users.

If you are unemployed, the majority of your rent will be paid by housing benefit. However, you will be responsible for a personal element to cover charges such as heating and lighting. This charge is currently £15.00 per flat.
