Introduction

Norman House, Leicester, which is managed by Adullam Homes Housing Association, provides a range of accommodation and support to men who have offended, are vulnerable and/or are at risk of re-offending.  A range of safe accommodation is combined with ongoing, practical support.

Adullam staff work in co-operation with each resident towards achieving full independent living.   The Project has 24 hour staff cover.

· no curfew, unless on electronic tag,

Facilities at Norman House include:

· snooker room,

· television,

· large garden & barbecue,

· washing machine, and drier,

· daily meals.

What We Expect From You

We expect each resident to work with staff towards achieving the goal of independent living. This means taking responsibility for your own actions in the house and respecting the rights of people living around you. We keep the conditions of licence  and tenancy to a minimum but you will be expected to co-operate with the following requirements:

· pay your rent,

· no alcohol, drugs or offensive weapons on the premises,

· respect the rights of others in the property,

· take responsibility for your visitor's actions in the property,

· keep the property clean.

· no pets,

· no overnight visitors,

What You Can Expect From Us

The support we offer depends on what you want and the plans you have for your future. 

This includes:

· a confidential Service,

· a fast response to problems,

· assistance with benefits and budgeting,

· advice on education, training and employment issues,

· help with finding your own accommodation,

· links with other agencies and the local community,

· a personal key worker,

· ongoing support when you move to a place of your own, if desired.

Residents are helped and encouraged to apply to other housing organisations to obtain their own tenancy because we cannot guarantee they will be offered a tenancy by us.

How To Apply

Referrals are accepted via the local Probation Area. You must be 25 years old or over, and if you have drug or alcohol related problems, you must be willing to address these.

Adullam Homes maintains the right to refuse anyone who may endanger the wellbeing of Norman House residents or staff.

The Norman House project is supported by Leicestershire & Rutland Probation Area.
