Introduction

Adullam's Women's project in Birmingham offers housing combined with ongoing support to those who have offended, are vulnerable, at risk or who are homeless.

Adullam's project workers are committed to providing a good quality of service and work towards the highest standards of support. The aim of the women's project is to work alongside the residents to assist in achieving full independent living.

Choice Of Accommodation

We offer three main types of accommodation, as described below:

The Kings Norton Project: for women with up to 3 children

· two bedroomed houses

· semi furnished

· pay your own bills

· shorthold tenancy 6-12 months

· strong links with local community 

· support available to suit your needs 

Shared Houses: for single women or women with one child

· own bedroom

· fully furnished

· shared communal kitchen, bathroom and lounge

· no bills - other than a small service charge

· support available to suit your needs

· shorthold tenancy 6-12 months

Bedsit Units: for single women

· fully furnished flats

· no bills - other than a small service charge

· support available to suit your needs

· shorthold tenancy 6-12 months

What You Can Expect From Us

The support we offer depends on what you need, and the plans you have for your future. 

This includes:

· a confidential support service

· a fast response to problems

· assistance with benefit applications and budgeting

· advice on education, training and employment issues

· help to find your own permanent accommodation

· links with other agencies and the local community

· someone to talk to

· special events and outings

· on-going support when you move to a place of your own

What We Expect From You

We expect each resident to work with staff towards achieving the goal of independent living. This means taking responsibility for your own actions in the house and respecting the rights of people living around you.  We keep the conditions of tenancy to a minimum but you will be expected to co-operate with the following requirements:

· paying the rent

· no pets

· no overnight visitors

· no alcohol or drugs on the premises.

· to co-operate with staff on an agreed partnership

How To Apply

Referrals are accepted from the Probation Service, Social Services, voluntary organisations, hostels and other support agencies, as well as self-referrals. 

You must be 17 years old or over (pending rent agreement) and you must be willing to address any drug or alcohol-related problems you may have. 

Adullam maintains the right to refuse, at our discretion, anyone who may endanger the future and safe running of the project.

Please note that failure to supply accurate information may lead to an offer of accommodation being withdrawn.

On receipt of an application, a project worker will aim to interview all applicants within 7 days. Following that interview and providing all necessary information is available, a decision will be made within 7 days of interview, as to whether you have been accepted.

If you are accepted by Adullam, your name will stay on the waiting list until suitable accommodation becomes available. You will be kept informed throughout this process.

Applicants, if rejected, have a right of 

appeal against the decision.

If you have any questions please feel free to phone the Women's Project Team on 0121-551-5030.  We are always happy to offer advice or discuss possible referrals.

If you are unemployed the majority of the rent will be paid through Housing Benefit. However in addition this you will be responsible for a personal element amounting to between £8.50 - £9.50 per week. This is to cover charges relating to heat and lighting.


This project is not accessible for wheelchair users.

Adullam will also accept emergency referrals, which we aim to accommodate within 24 hours.
