The Service We Offer

Tailor made support packages to enable 'Service Users' with Mental Health diagnoses and/ or Learning Disabilities to live in the community. 

Fully furnished flats in areas of choice can be provided with an agreed number of hours support. Service 

Users have input into their furnishings and colour schemes. Household bills, including TV licences are met  via a weekly charge to the Service User of around £15. 

Peripatetic support can also be offered to Service Users in their own homes. 

Support Offered

Care Planning within a Support Contract. This is client lead and focuses on Life and  Social skills augmented by emotional support and monitoring of Service User well being. Two male or female Project Workers are allocated to a Service User  dependent on choice or support needs. 

Staff are trained on an ongoing basis and receive regular support and supervision.  Regular reviews are held to monitor progress and the service offered. The Care Program approach is also adhered to with staff and their manager available for CPA meetings.

 Who We Accommodate

· Applicants must be eighteen years old with no upper age limit.

· They must have an enduring mental health and/or learning disability diagnosis.

· They must be homeless males or females.

· They can have a dependent child.

· We do not exclude service users with challenging behaviour or presenting a risk, providing we can be sure of managing the risk effectively and are well supported by all the professionals who have a duty of care for the individual. 

· We will accept applications from people who have been involved in the Criminal Justice System.
